The fact of the matter is that most peo-
ple will simply conclude that the Catholic teaching 
with regard to the inviolable dignity of innocent and 
defenseless human life and the integrity of marriage 
as the faithful, indissoluble and procreative union of 
one man and one woman, is not very firm and that it 
can easily be violated. Therefore it is a great scandal 
within the Church, but it is also a great scandal with-
in society in general which depends upon the Church 
to give a witness to the truth about human life and 
the family.”
